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Connecting with EACH OTHER: FELLOWSHIP

Hebrews 10:23-25

The aim of the whole epistle is to counteract the defection from Christianity which had set in among the Jewish Christian readers.  They had begun to revert to Judaism, to think the Jewish priesthood, Temple, sacrifices, etc., the real thing, to turn from this crucified Christ.  We conclude that some were going back to the Jewish synagogues in Rome.  Why not?  Nero, the Roman Emperor, had begun persecuting Christians, blaming them for the burning of Rome.  Paul had been killed, and the Christian religion was being treated as illegal.  Many were probably afraid of attending the meetings.  So there were those who had given up meeting together - they had given up Christian fellowship.
